Fees

Parents are responsible for fees up until the start of the first term following their child’s 3rd birthday. Thereafter provision for each child is part- subsidised by the government.

Toilet

Children will be offered a place on the understanding that they toilet trained.  Children must attend in pants.  We do not have the facilities to change nappies but we can and will change any child into fresh underwear and clothes if they accidentally wet or soil themselves.  It is advisable that a spare set of clothes (clearly labelled) is kept at playgroup on the child’s peg.

While we are aware that accidents can and do happen, if it becomes clear to The Playgroup staff that the toilet training process is not being supported and continued at home, the organiser may need to formulate an action plan with you, to aid your child’s transition to being fully toilet trained.  This is in order to preserve you child’s place at nursery. 
Parental involvement

We encourage parental contribution and welcome your help with fundraising. We are also keen to hear your points of view on the playgroup. The parent representatives sit on the playgroup’s management committee and can feedback any ideas or issues on your behalf.  Parent Rep details are clearly displayed on the playgroup notice board.

Times

The playgroup runs from:

· 9.15am- 1.10pm

· Monday- Friday

· Term times only

There is a compulsory shorter session for all new starters. For the first half term pick up is at 11.15am. The child will progress to the full session at the playgroup leaders discretion.

Staff

All members of full-time staff have NVQ3 in childcare and an enhanced police check.  They attend courses and regularly update their skills and awareness in first aid & child protection etc. 

Toys
We prefer children not to bring their own toys into playgroup; they may be lost or damaged and children at this young age find the concept of sharing in playgroup difficult to accept when it is their own toy.

Playgroup toys include:

Paint – sand – water – play dough – construction - art table - small world - home corner – puzzles - dressing up – threading – trampoline - see-saw – hoops – balls – bikes - climbing frame - musical instruments - book corner - computer

Playgroup curriculum
Playgroup covers:

· personal, social and emotional development

· communication and language literacy

· mathematical development 

· knowledge and understanding of the world

· creative development

· physical play (both inside and outside)

During the year, The Playgroup has a Nativity Play and an Easter Hat Parade as well as celebrating different cultures and festivals. We also have visits from the dentist, police and fire brigade and an annual Sports Day.

The playgroup has themes, e.g. mini beasts, in which there is an adult-led activity where children learn through play in a warm and caring environment.

Children will be taken outside to play on a daily basis, weather permitting
